Introduction

The focus  of this training is
definitions, impacts &
effects of domestic abuse
and discussion about the
realities of domestic
violence in Tribal
communities.

Sexual Assault
Introduction

This workshop examines the
prevalence and severity of
sexual assault perpetrated
against  Native  women.
Participants  discuss and
review impacts of
colonization, unresolved
inter - generational trauma,
and failed federal policy as
they effect Native victims/
survivors and their right to
justice and reparation.

Coordinated Community
Response

This workshop brings a Tribal
community together to discuss,
analyze, plan, and to establish
protocol for effectively
responding to violent crimes,
especially violence against
Native women & children. This is

a multi <disciplinary approach to
developing a Tribal community
response network .

These Introductory workshops are 8 hour s and are appropriate for all tribal
disciplines including health care providers, court personnel, law enforcement, social
service providers, advocates and volunteers of domestic violence & sexual assault
programs, Tribal council and community members
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
